Director’s Report
· One piece that is in the plan is the waivers – any times we choose to exceed Michigan rules. Mich Dept of Ed said you have to remove the waivers. They have to be re-approved every three years. The ISD only has to be approved when there are any changes. That’s too long for the waivers. We’re pulling the waivers out of the ISD plan. We will be asking for a PASE rep. to attend. We will be making recommendations and asking for feedback before we submit to Michigan Dept of Ed. 

· When the rules come out we’ll go back to the ISD plan. ISD plan is on the Kent ISD website. We’ll keep you updated. We just had count date. This determines funding. A bit of a decline this year. For our 2014 count, we have 14,270 students with disabilities in Kent County. Last year was 14,421. In 2006 we were almost to 17,000. We have an increase in students with emotional impairment. 
· We did have an ASD guideline committee meet. ASD guidelines talk about what the eligibility criteria, recommendations for diagnostic tools. It’s doing a comparison so that we’re not over classifying. 

· Why is there a difference between a medical diagnosis and an educational diagnosis. DSM V is followed for the medical diagnosis. We look through our educational criteria that are defined by the federal and state rules. We have to look at “what is the educational impact?” 

· How do you define “adversely affecting education?” We typically look at the typically developing peers and where they’re functioning. Each disability category has a different way of applying that. That’s just an ongoing discussion. (At a 504 plan you’ll look at special limitation. Special needs goes deeper.)
