Superintendents’ Advisory Committee Update 


This committee met last Friday.  Bridget Lassig attended the meeting on behalf of the group.  Pine Grove expansion updates will be given monthly.  There is a groundbreaking ceremony scheduled.  Eight new classrooms are being added (two pods).  They currently will only use four classrooms (one pod).  Workgroup will be formed with parents and regional reps to discuss:  geographical boundaries, program needs, parent needs, staffing changes, transportation, etc.

Director’s Report

· Continuous Improvement Monitoring System – No longer called CIMS.  New name is Catamaran.  It houses local data.  More data will be added (one stop shop for district to access).  Warning Cites: Discipline (removal from district), identification (by ethnic group and specific disability), working closely with district. 
· County-wide Training – Functional Behavior Assessment is now in TIENET.  The ISD has held two county wide trainings, three trainings for GRPS and trainings for NHA.  A total of 600-700 educators are expected to be trained in the new process.
· Program Fiscal Review – Outside consultant hired (program fiscal review).  Looking at whether federal dollars were spent appropriately.  They are looking at charter and local districts: five locations identified, no fraudulent activity identified, a couple of errors (documentation).   The goal is for a clean audit for state auditors visit.
· Special Education Department Goals for 2015-16 – Four goals: Kindergarten ready, Proficient readers by the beginning of third grade, Proficiency in algebra by eighth grade, College and career ready.
· PASE Table as AssisTechKnow & LEAP – AssisTechKnow is October 15 & 16 – a two day training.  Vendors and PASE table will be added (volunteers needed).  Target Group: educators, but all are able to attend.  Registration is online.  The goal is to inform teachers/educators of our existence.  LEAP is on March 12, 2016.  This is specifically for parents.  Held on a Saturday at the ISD.  There are breakout sessions and a keynote speaker.  Lara Kitts added that childcare is available at the YMCA for free.  Cost for registration is $15 (scholarships available).  Online registration is available at a later date.
