( Display expectations/class rules (pictures & words)

· Provide visual daily schedule (pictures & words)

· Preferential or alternative seating

· Modify schedule 

· Minimize distractions (visual, auditory, olfactory)

· Modify length of school day

· Provide scheduled breaks

· Provide quiet/low stimulation work/rest area
· Maintain consistent schedule; notify of changes in schedule
· Provide system for transition

· Develop peer “buddy” program
· Arrange a “check-in” time to organize day

Consider Curricular Content & Expectations
· Adjust amount of required work
· Modify testing (method, setting)
· Allow extra time

· Provide direct instruction in work/study skills

· Teach sequencing skills

· Provide direct instruction in memory strategies, supports
· Break long assignments into small, sequential steps with daily monitoring
· Shorten assignments based on mastery of key concepts
· Change percent of work required for passing grade

	Consider Method of Instruction
· Use both oral and printed directions 
· Give instructions in small steps, one at a time

· Provide visual prompts (board/desk)

· Provide immediate feedback (self correcting seat work)

· Use multi-sensory learning materials (tactile, kinesthetic, visual, auditory, use of technology, etc.)
· Have student verbalize instruction to assure understanding
· Pre-teach important key information
· Highlight/underline important material

· Use small group instruction

· Pause frequently

· Use instructional assistants

· Encourage requests for clarification, repetition, etc.

· Provide multiple means of expression of learning

· Demonstrate & encourage use of technology (instructional and assistive)

Consider Student’s Behavioral Needs 

( Teach and practice expected behavior

· Increase student success rate
· Provide alerts prior to transitions

· Provide a schedule that student understands
  
	· Arrange for the student to voluntarily leave the room for a designated “safe place” when under high stress 
· Develop a “system” to signal that behavior is inappropriate 
· Provide meaningful and frequent positive reinforcements
· Provide consistent structure 

· Complete a Functional Behavior Assessment
· Develop a Positive Behavior Support Plan

· Provide non-threatening prompts/scripts

· Decrease academic demands; alternate challenging activity with less demanding activity/instruction

· Alert student several minutes before a transition occurs
· Recognize and support early signs of stress

· Provide clear expectations

· Develop replacement behaviors

· Have clear (pre-taught) individual or classroom rules with consistent consequences

· Provide choice to student, give them time to respond

· Set goals with student

· Provide opportunity to practice positive behaviors after teaching them
· Utilize building PBIS program with student
