	Environmental 
· Post classroom daily schedule
· Provide individual daily schedule  

       (visual/picture, written)
· Schedule planned breaks
· Maintain consistent schedule; notify of changes ahead of time
· Provide preferential seating

· Minimize sensory input (visual, auditory, olfactory) 
· Use sensory supports 
· Implement reduced schedule/modified school day

· Provide quiet/safe area (low stimulation)
· Provide system for transitions
· Implement “peer buddy” 
· Implement early release from class
· Arrange assistance with carrying lunch, other materials
· Implement modifications for P.E. class
· Implement accommodations/ supervision for less structured times (recess, lunch, bus, breaks, transitions, etc.) 
· Permit elevator use
· Provide assistance with daily living skills
· Provide visual prompts
· Teach use of organizer (planner, electronic organizer, etc.)

	Academic
· Allow extra time for work completion
· Adjust work output requirements  

· Provide testing accommodations (method, setting)
· Provide direct instruction in work/study skills

· Provide direct instruction in memory strategies, supports

· Chunk assignments into small increments
· Alternate previous learning (easier) & new learning (more difficult) activity/instruction
· Limit/eliminate timed activities
· Pair visual with verbal instruction 
· Give instructions in small steps
· Use multi-sensory learning materials (tactile, kinesthetic, visual, auditory, use of technology, etc.)
· Have student verbalize back to check comprehension 
· Provide small group instruction

· Provide copy of lecture notes/note template
· Provided short and frequent opportunities to practice new learning

· Provide graphic organizers (e.g. Thinking Maps)

· Provide vocabulary list/word bank
· Consider personal curriculum

	Behavior
· Recognize and support early signs of anxiety

· Provide consistent structure 

· Provide meaningful and frequent positive reinforcements

· Praise effort and use of strategies versus outcome

· Praise on-task behavior

· Display expectations/class rules (pictures/written)

· Use self-monitoring checklist

· Provide explicit instruction in expected behaviors
· Provide student opportunity to practice positive behaviors following instruction
· Label emotions; direct student to positive alternative behavior
· Develop replacement behaviors

· Plan for less structured time 
· Provide predictable and consistent warning prior to transitions
· Use Check-in/Check-out
· Alternate preferred & non-preferred activity
· Provide consistent consequences

· Provide choices

· Give extra time to respond to choices/directives

· Complete Functional Behavior Assessment

· Complete Positive Behavior Support Plan
