# of Courses Equating to Full-Time Status in this Building: 	  


Calculating FTE - A full-time college course load is 12 credits. To calculate FTE for post-secondary courses, take the # of college credits to be earned by the pupil this term and divide by 12 (e.g., 3/12 = .25 FTE). Then, add the FTE value for the high school courses the pupil is enrolled in this term (e.g., 4/6ths = .67 FTE). If the combined amount of FTE equals 1.00 FTE, or at least 80% of full-time, the pupil may be claimed for 1.00 FTE (75% of full-time may be used if a 4-course block schedule is followed). A reduced schedule form is not needed.
