E/MC high schools or programs must be approved by the Michigan Department of Education and registered as an EMC entity in the Educational Entity Master (EEM). E/MCs are planned 5-year programs for full-time public school pupils designed to allow a pupil to earn a high school diploma while also earning a post-secondary credential: 60 transferrable college credits, an Associate degree, professional certification, MEMCA certificate, and/or acceptance into a registered apprenticeship. 
E/MC pupils can be identified as early as ninth grade; however, must be identified in MSDS no later than the fall general collection deadline of their junior year. Reporting the pupil in MSDS with Program Participation Code = 3500 will reset the student’s expected graduation to a 5-year cohort, instead of a 4-year cohort. The 3500 code must be reported in the pupil’s record in every MSDS general collection and SRM to keep the pupil’s cohort year from reverting back to a 4-year cohort. MCL 388.1606(4)(m) states all Michigan pupils cease to be eligible for state aid (FTE) once the pupil has met all requirements to earn a HS diploma. This requirement applies to EM/C pupils as well.

# of Courses Equating to Full-Time Status in this Building: 	 


Calculating FTE - A full-time college course load is 12 credits. To calculate FTE for college courses, take the # of college credits to be earned by the pupil this term and divide by 12 (e.g., 3/12 = .25 FTE). Then, add the FTE value for the high school courses the pupil is taking this term (e.g., 4/6ths = .67 FTE). If the combined amount of FTE equals 1.00 FTE, or at least 80% of full-time, the pupil may be claimed for 1.00 FTE (75% of full-time may be used if a 4-course block schedule is followed). A reduced schedule form is not needed.
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
