A motion was made to approve the minutes from October 12, 2015.  The minutes were unanimously approved.

Questions & Answers on IEP Tips for Parents Module 


Laurie VanderPloeg recorded a video and it was sent to the group prior to the meeting with the intention that it could be discussed here in the group.  The question was raised if the video can be shared with others and the answer was: yes, please share with other parents.  It was suggested that we come prepared to ask questions at the PASE meeting or contact your PASE representatives.  PASE is an open meeting – the more parents the better.  It was mentioned that the length of the video was good (12 minutes).  Video Content = When measuring goals/objectives the IEP looks at a Rate # vs %.  Rate is easier to collect than % for observable objectives.   When determining rate of progress on each objective you use a 1-4 scale.  What number they are at (1-4) and some comment of why/what it is.  If there is no progress after a few months, then the IEP team needs to meet and decide if there needs to be changes made on the IEP.  Clarification on the roles of the IEP under the Accommodations Section - General Education teacher is the content expert, help determine behavioral strategies, supports. Communication is essential between General Ed and Special Ed teachers prior to IEP Team meetings.  It was suggested that we make a video for General Ed teachers to explain the IEP, etc.  There should be no hidden agendas – either by parents or reps.
