Questions & Answers on Transition Service Needs: Course of Study Module 


Laurie made the video on IEP Transition Services.  It provided general information on what age it begins and what is usually entailed in these meetings.  They are all data driven and designed to keep parents informed.


It is best to start the conversations in later elementary years…a few years prior so that parents are prepared.  Don’t wait until 9th grade to have these discussions!  They need to do this prior so student is prepared.



Curriculum can’t be modified as an “accommodation”.  You’ll always want proper data to ascertain decisions made to the IEP.  Accomodations are just to level the playing field – not altering the curriculum and not changing what is taught.  A question to ask is: Can the student be proficient enough to earn the credits needed to graduate.



Personal curriculum – Special K – Looks at student and secondary goals…what they want to do in the future (EDP) and then look at how the learning disability is affecting how they earn the credits.  This cannot be put into place until 9th grade.  A personal curriculum can only be used if student is on track for diploma.  Different levels of diplomas?  For this to happen it would take active parent voices in legislative circles.
