Superintendents’ Advisory Committee/Center Program Advisory Update
The Superintendents’ Advisory PASE parent rep is Lara Kitts.  The next meeting is in June.  The Center Program Advisory PASE parent rep is Sara Kugler.  GRPS runs center programs. The advisory began because people felt like we needed more input.  It is an “advisory” only but GRPS is listening.  It consists of four special ed directors, business officials, Mike Hagerty and Laurie VanderPloeg.

Director’s Report

· Whitecaps Peer to Peer – Program for ASD student with GE peer.  Last year 300 students went to the Whitecaps game.  Tickets and transportation was provided.  Only two students were having difficulty.  This year’s event is May 18th.
· Pine Grove Update – They hired a new principal.  The workgroup finished working on student assignments.  Region, Kentwood and Kenowa Hills students are moving to Pine Grove.  Thirteen KOS students as well so transition is at 5 instead of 6.  Pine Grove will add two ASD, two SXI, and one MOCI rooms.  The new MOCI for Pine Grove adds to continuum.  Shortens age spans at Pine Grove.  There will be open houses for new students and families to meet new principal, etc.  Ribbon cutting will be after fall begins.
· OHI Guidelines – Guidelines have been given to SE administrators for review.  They will go to the Superintendents’ Advisory Committee in June and then signed by superintendents.  There is an over identification of OHI in Kent ISD.  The guidelines will help diagnostic teams look at all data to make determinations.
· Michigan Department of Education Updates/Changes 
– Internal practice changes from Lt. Governor Calley work.  Compliance monitor at Kent ISD role is changing.  Compliance should be MDE, ISD should be results.  Staffing capacity at MDE is not ready so they will be posting positions.  Pingora is doing some of the work now.  ISDs have been non-biased but still have relationships so focused on resolutions (win/win).  Kent has been student focused.  Outside people may be too black/white.  May be more punitive than solution oriented.  The ISD will continue quality technical support.  Laurie and Rebecca McIntyre are looking at Educational Benefit Reviews.  Rebecca and Michael Bausano will be doing transition reviews.
· No rule packages.  Federal IDEA suggestions for reauthorization getting early start on this.

· Seclusion/Restraint – Legislation driven vs. guidance defined.  Field input is ISD vs. local data with stronger system of collection.  Emergency use only.  MTSS, PBIS, MiBLSi have interchangeable terms in the document.  Is ISD capacity for training ready?  Human Rights Committee might have confidentiality concerns.  Local vs. ISD control is an issue.  Could give stronger emphasis to current document.

· Laura LaMore will clarify (one pager) ESY vs. 200 day programs.  Talks about programs requiring 200 days (SCI, SXI) not summer school.  Individual ESY decisions will be made in IEP team meetings.  200 days – no longer than two week breaks so probably no lapses defined.  Will be sent out to list serve.  Directors will see it on Friday.
